Instructions:

1. When confirming the selection of members of a Ph.D. degree examination committee, each department is required fill out letters of appointment and submit them to each member of the examination committee, and fill out this form and submit it to the academic affairs unit (including the Graduate Academic Affairs Division, and Branch Offices of Academic Affairs in the College of Law and College of Medicine) for reference. However, please submit them together when claiming the reimbursement of review fees and transportation fees for members of the examination committee.
2. When the Ph.D. candidate’s advisor listed in this form serves as a member of the examination committee, he/she is required to indicate “Advisor” or “*” in the Remarks column.
3. A Ph.D. degree examination committee shall consist of five to nine members. There is no limit for the ratio of internal to external committee members. However, internal and external committee members shall receive different amounts of compensation. Hence, please indicate “External Member” or “Internal Member”.
    Part-time faculty members shall be regarded as external committee members. However, when a part-time faculty member serves as the candidate’s advisor, he/she shall be regarded as an “internal” examination committee member.
4. Provisions related to PhD and Master’s Degree Examination Committee in the NTU’s “Guidelines for PhD and Master’s Degree Examination” are listed as follows:
I. A Master’s degree examination committee shall consist of three to five members, whereas a PhD degree examination committee shall consist of five to nine members. Members of an examination committee shall be appointed by the President, of which one of them shall be designated by the Department Chair as the convener; however, the candidate’ advisor cannot serve as the convener.

II. In addition to specializing in the area, creation, performance or technical report related to a PhD candidate’s dissertation, members of a PhD degree examination committee shall also have one of the following qualifications: 

1. Having previously served as a Professor in universities.

2. Serving as an Academician or having previously served as a Research Fellow at Academia Sinica.

3. Having previously served as an Associate Professor or an Associate Research Fellow with significant academic contributions.

4. Possessing a PhD degree with significant academic contributions.

5. Specializing in rare or unique academic fields with significant academic or professional contributions.

The qualification criteria for appointing committee members as specified in Items 3 to 5 of the preceding subparagraph shall be determined by a meeting held in each department (or college).

III. In addition to specializing in the area, creation, performance or technical report related to a Master’s degree candidate’s dissertation, members of a Master’s degree examination committee shall also have one of the following qualifications: 

1. Having previously served as a Professor or an Associate Professor in universities.

2. Serving as an Academician or having previously served as a Research Fellow or an Associate Research Fellow at Academia Sinica.

3. Possessing a PhD degree with significant academic contributions.

4. Specializing in rare or unique academic fields with significant academic or professional contributions.

The qualification criteria for appointing committee members as specified in Items 3 and 4 of the preceding subparagraph shall be determined by a meeting held by each department (or college).
